The Humane Society of Missouri’s Longmeadow Rescue Ranch is a not-for-

profit organization dedicated to rescuing, rehabilitating and rehoming horses, cattle 

and other ranch animals. Nestled among 165-acres of woodland near Union, 

Missouri, the Humane Society of Missouri's Longmeadow Rescue Ranch is haven 

for hundreds of abused and neglected horses, cows, goats, pigs, ducks and other 

farm animals. The ranch is one of the most comprehensive horse and farm animal 

care and rehabilitation centers in the country. In addition to animal care, ranch staff 

provide hands-on humane education experiences for both children and adults. 

 

 

Therapeutic Horsemanship (TH) has provided award-winning equestrian therapy 

programs for people with disabilities in St. Louis, St. Charles, Lincoln County and 

surrounding areas since 1975. Therapeutic Horsemanship is a 501(c)(3) not-for-

profit organization  located in St. Charles County and is nationally accredited by 

the North American Riding for the Handicapped Association (NARHA). Ranked as 

one of the top therapeutic riding programs in the country,   TH’s mission it to 

provide equine-assisted therapy programs for individuals with disabilities in order 

to develop their maximum physical and psychological potential. TH recently has 

launched “TH Horses for Heroes," which is modeled on a nationwide program that 

was created in 2007 by NARHA and the Veterans Administration (VA) to assist 

America's wounded service personnel and veterans. This is the first program of its 

kind offered in the St. Louis area.
